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Description of the Documents

Y ork Diocese

The collectors’ enrolments of the clerical poll taxes for the Diocese of York, are

preserved in the Public Record Office as E179/63/6, E179/63/10-12, E179/63/28 and

E179/63/31.

E179/63/6 consists of two small strips of parchment each approximately 21 cm
by 8 cm. Perforations at the top of membrane 1, and a total at the end of membrane 2
show that they once formed the end of a larger document. Membrane 1 bears a modern
pencil note ‘York’, and one column of names headed Ripon. Membrane 2 bears lists of

clergy from Allerton and Allertonshire and a total sum of money. Although the

enrolment does not bear a title it relates to the poll tax of 1377 because the beneficed

were charged 12d. and the unbeneficed were charged 4d.

E179/63/10 1s a single membrane of parchment approximately 60 cm by 9 cm. It
has one column of writing on it and seems to have been a working document. It lists
the inhabitants of the priories of Bolton, Guisborough, Watton and Malton. The portion
referring to Malton 1s stained. Perforations at the top and bottom and some fibres of
thread at the bottom imply that it was formerly part of a larger document. The

membrane is undated but since all the religious listed pay 12d. it clearly relates to the

1377 poll tax.

E179/63/11 consists of a single parchment membrane approximately 52 cm by

10 cm. It has one column of writing on it and would appear to have been a working
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document. It lists 8 nuns of Rosedale and 61 nuns of Watton. It too is only a fragment
of a much larger document because totals at the bottom refer to 1042 persons paying a
total of £52. 2s. yet the surviving portion lists only 69 people paying a total of £3. 9s.
Perforations at the top imply that other membranes have been attached at some time in
the past. A flap at the bottom entitles the membrane ‘2 Richard II Ebor' Subsa Clero
The Houses of Rosedale and Watton XIId. each WN 16836°’. This would date the
document to 1379 but this date cannot be accepted because the roll records the
Cistercian nuns of Rosedale and the Gilbertine canonesses of Watton paying 12d each.
The payment required of nuns in 1379 was 4d. (if they were from houses worth more
than £40 annually) and the grant excluded ‘recluses of the order of Sempyngham’ '. In
1381 the clergy granted half a mark from those in priestly orders and religious clerks
and a lower payment of 12d from ‘all deacons, subdeacons, lay brethren and clerks
wearing the clerical habit and tonsure’ . This list was intended to define classes of
payers so since it does not include nuns, and since women religious were not tonsured,
it would seem that in general nuns were not required to pay the tax °. In York diocese
however, prioresses of wealthier houses were expected to make a contribution, since
eight prioresses are recorded as having done so on E179/63/31. It would thus appear

that E179/63/11 actually relates to the 1377 poll tax which charged every nun in

England 12d.

E179/63/12 1s a much larger document consisting of nine parchment membranes
sewn together. Each membrane is approximately 25 ¢m wide and the names of

taxpayers are written in two columns. The fact that it has a contemporary heading and

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the quality and size of the membranes suggest that it was intended to be a good copy,
though there are marginalia, erasures and crossings out on it, showing that it was a
working document. Its heading identifies it as the account of the Abbot of St. Mary's
York, collector of the half mark subsidy in the archdeaconries of York, Richmond,
Cleveland and the East Riding. The mention of the half-mark subsidy and a marginal
note ‘anno iiij’ (i.e. the fourth year of Richard II) date it to 1381. In fact the heading
itself 1s naccurate as it stands since the document records male religious, the clergy of
York Minster and collegiate churches like Beverley and Ripon and the secular clergy of
the archdeaconries of York and Cleveland. The rest of the abbot's account: the

archdeaconries of Richmond and the East Riding appear to have survived separately as

E179/63/31 (see below).

E179/63/28 is a scrap of parchment approximately 24 cm by 9 cm containing
one column of writing. A portion has been torn off the top and 1s missing, perforations
for sewing imply that portions have also been lost from both top and bottom. It is
untitled but relates to parish clergy in the peculiar jurisdiction of Southwell; beneficed

clergy paid 12d. and chaplains paid 4d. so it belongs to the first clerical poll tax of

1377.

E179/63/31 is a roll made up of five parchment membranes, four of which are
about 27 cm wide, the fifth is a couple of centimetres narrower. It 1s written on partly in
two columns but with only one column towards the end. It has a modern title describing
it as the account of the collector of the subsidy of 3s. 4d. from chaplains and clergy in
the archdeaconries of the East Riding and Richmond in the county of York. It has been
catalogued separately from E179/63/12 but there are compelling reasons to believe that

these two documents originally formed one collector’s account.



E179/63/31 records payments of 3s. 4d. from the unbeneficed and payments of
half a mark, or often more, from the beneficed, thus it is a record of the 1381 tax. The
medieval title at the top of E179/63/12 describes that roll as including the
archdeaconries of York, Cleveland, Richmond and the East Riding, when in fact it
contains only York and Cleveland. E179/63/31 gives the record for the archdeaconries
of Richmond and the East Riding and does not repeat information recorded on
E179/63/12. The records also complement each other in various details: resident
canons of Ripon and Beverley are recorded on E179/63/12, while non-residents are
recorded on E179/63/31. The name of the prebendary of St. Katherine of Beverley
appears on both but is corrected marginally in the list of non-residents with the words
‘solvit supra in Bever!”’. Finally the handwriting on each of the rolls and the pattern of
erasures centring on the payments of beneficed clergy show marked similarities and
while the similarity of handwriting proves little, the pattern of erasures would suggest a
similar method of compilation. It would thus appear that the two documents were
originally parts of the same record, the account of the Abbot of St. Mary's, collector of
the 1381 poll tax for the archdeaconries of York, Cleveland, East Riding and

Richmond.

However, when William de Kytelyng, the abbot’s attorney, came to the
Exchequer it was noted that the abbot’s account was on four rolls of particulars *. At
some point since then the original four enrolments must have been made into two. It is
clear from internal evidence that the document now known as E179/63/31 was put
together from three of the original four rolls. Membranes 1 and 2 deal exclusively with
the archdeaconry of East Riding, and bear their own totals. Membranes 3 and 4, which

are organised slightly differently from membranes 1 and 2 °, cover the archdeaconry of

Richmond. Membrane 5, which is arranged in a single column, is an enrolment of
heads of religious houses and non-resident prebendaries who paid the surcharge to

assist the collector reach his target of half a mark from each clergyman ®.

Durham Diocese

Three poll tax enrolments from Durham diocese survive; they are identified as

E179/62/4, E179/62/5 and E179/62/6.

E179/62/4 consists of four parchment membranes, each about 24 c¢cm wide,
written on both sides. It has a contemporary title identifying it as the account of the
prior of Durham and Mag. John Farnham his officialis, collectors of the subsidy granted
by the clergy in the second year of the reign of Richard II in the Durham diocese. It is
thus an enrolment of the graduated poll tax of 1379. The enrolment looks as though it
was intended to be a good copy, but has a number of erasures, interlineations and
marginalia suggesting that 1t was in fact a working copy. Judging by the arrangement
of material ’, membrane 4 has been sewn on to membrane 3 ‘back-to-front’, so it must

have been separated from the rest of the enrolment at some stage.

E179/62/5 1s made up of two membranes, each about 25 cm wide. The leather
drawstring bag in which it was delivered to the Exchequer still survives. The enrolment

has a contemporary title describing it as the enrolment of Robert, prior of Durham,

3,
but is completed on the dorse of m. 4; while a list of the clerks of the diocese begins on
the dorse of m. 3 and is completed on the face of m. 4.
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collector of the subsidy of 16s. in the mark and 2s. from the ‘least beneficed’, granted in

3 Richard II by the clergy of the city and diocese of Durham. The beneficed clergy are

listed in one column on the face of the enrolment followed by the chaplains of Durham
deanery in three columns. The dorse of the enrolment, which is badly stained and
faded, carries the names of the unbeneficed of the rest of the diocese in two columns
along with the smaller benefices which were not generally taxed and those benefices

which were considered waste. This enrolment deals with the hybrid property and poll

tax of 1380.

E179/62/6 consists of two parchment membranes approximately 21 cm wide,
each of which is written on both sides. It is neatly written and was clearly intended to
be a good copy, though there are some crossings-out and interlineations. It has a
contemporary heading stating that it is the account of John de Derby, archdeacon of
Northumberland, collector of the subsidy granted at Northampton in 4 Richard I, in the

county of Northumberland. This identifies it as an enrolment of the poll tax of 1381 .

Carlisle Diocese

Two enrolments have survived from Carlisle diocese: E179/60/1 and

E179/60/2A °.

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E179/60/1 consists of three membranes, the largest being 46 cm by 21 cm.
Membrane 1 is written on both sides, the others only on one. Membrane 1 bears a
medieval heading showing that the enrolment is the account of John de Penreth, prior of
Carlisle, Lambert de Morland, abbot of Shap, and Robert Raybankes, abbot of Holm

Cultram, collectors in the diocese of Carlisle of the subsidy granted to the king in the

second year of his reign. This, along with the type and scale of payments, dates the

enrolment to 1379 19,

E179/60/2A is made up of two membranes, each approximately 22 cm wide. It

has a contemporary heading identifying it as the account of Robert, abbot of Shap and
John, prior of Lanercost, collectors of a subsidy of 16d. granted in the third year in the

diocese of Carlisle. This shows it to be an account of the hybrid tax of 1380.

Additional Documents
Two additional documents have also been edited.

E179/63/29 consists of two pieces of parchment, the largest being
approximately 13 cm by 42 cm. It is a letter from Archbishop Alexander Neville to the
Exchequer, dated 28 September 1384, the seal is missing. Attached to 1t 1s a small, torn
strip of parchment bearing a list of names of chaplains. The letter requests exoneration
for the abbot of St. Mary’s, York, collector of the poll tax of 1381 in the archdeaconries
of York, Cleveland, East Riding and Richmond from liability for the tax due from a

hundred chaplains who had not paid their tax .

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E179/279/111 is a letter from Archbishop Alexander Neville to the prior of
Shelford, Nottingham, dated 8 March 1381. It is on a piece of parchment measuring
approximately 35 cm by 17 cm; the seal is missing. It is an example of an episcopal
instruction to a collector and is also important in that it explains how the prior was

expected to levy the 1381 tax of 6s. 8d. for each cleric in ‘in such a way that the better

off should support the poorer’ 2.

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Editonial Method

The main objective in producing this edition has been to present the original
texts to the modern reader in an easily accessible form without losing the flavour of the
documents themselves. Thus the columnar format has been retained. Names of people
and places are transcriptions, retaining the original spellings, but using modemn
capitalisation. Contractions and suspensions were extended where the reading was
certain, but were not extended for surnames or placenames. Square brackets were used
to indicate uncertain readings and modern additions. Sectional marks alongside the text
are marked by ‘cc’ in the transcription. Marginal and interlinear additions to the text

appear in italics. Entries written over erasures appear in italics with a note in brackets

afterwards.
