Notes on the Text

The text in this piece is taken from Shakespeare’s King Lear, with an additional line
from his erotic narrative poem The Rape of Lucrece. Most of the text is taken from the
first half of King Lear’s 'storm’ soliloquy at the beginning of scene nine:

King Lear - Scene 9; lines 1 — 9 (edited):

LEAR
Blow, wind and crack your cheeks! Rage, blow,
You cataracts and hurricanoes, spout
Till you have drenched the steeples, drowned the
cocks!
You sulphurous (...) [sheets of fire]
Singe my white head; and thou all-shaking thunder,
Smite flat the (...) the world,
Crack nature’s mould (...)

Cuts have been made to the text for musical reasons. In line 4, Lear’s ‘and thought
executing fires’ is replaced with the Duke of Kent’s phrase ‘sheets of fire’ (King Lear,
Scene 9, line 46). The following additional lines from King Lear are also included:

LEAR
‘Rumble thy bellyful; spit, fire; spout, rain.’

King Lear - Sc. 9; lines 75 — 78:
FOOL [sings]
He that has a little tiny wit,
With heigh-ho, the wind and the rain,
Must make content with his fortunes fit,
For the rain it raineth every day.
